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PER CURIAM.

Kevin Lamson continues his extended post-discharge effort to pull a valuable
asset, stock in Damark Corporation, into David Russ's bankruptcy estate. Relevant
background isset forth in Inre Russ, 187 F.3d 978 (8th Cir. 1999). Inthisproceeding,
Lamson moved to compel Russ to amend his bankruptcy schedules to include his



partnershipinterestin RuWest, which allegedly owned Damark stock. Thebankruptcy
court® denied the motion, finding that Russ and his partner had dissolved RuwWest and
conveyed their interest in itsassetsto Russ swife sometwo years before Russfiled for
bankruptcy. On appeal, the district court? affirmed, and Lamson now appeals to this
court. Having reviewed therecord, we agree with the district court that the bankruptcy
court’ s critical findings of fact are not clearly erroneous. Indeed, they are consistent
with, if not commanded by, the fact finding in earlier state court litigation in which
L amson unsuccessfully sought to recover Damark stock. See DLH, Inc. v. Russ, 566
N.W.2d 60 (Minn. 1997).

Accordingly, we affirm. See 8th Cir. R. 47B.
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
