Although Bullock was given
an opportunity to show cause why he should not be sanctioned, Bull ock nmade
no attenpt to oppose the district court's finding that his successive
removal action was naliciously and frivolously instituted for the inproper
pur pose of delay, or to provide any information why the anount shoul d have
been | ess. See Pope v. Federal Express Corp., 49 F.3d 1327, 1328 (8th Grr.
1995); Kirk Capital Corp. v. Bailey, 16 F.3d 1485, 1490 (8th Cir. 1994).
We thus affirmthe sanction ordered by the district court. See 8th Cir.
R 47A(a).
