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PER CURIAM.

Joseph DoyleLingo pleaded guilty to possessing methamphetaminewithintent
to distribute, inviolation of 21 U.S.C. §841(a)(1). At sentencing, Lingo argued that
the district court’ should depart downward from the applicable Guidelines
imprisonment range, because his Category |l criminal history overstated the
seriousness of his past criminal conduct. See U.S. Sentencing Guidelines Manual
8 4A1.3, p.s. (1998). The court denied Lingo’s request, and sentenced him to 33
monthsimprisonment and threeyearssupervised release. After reviewingthedistrict
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court’s comments as awhole, see United Statesv. Knight, 96 F.3d 307, 311 (8th Cir.
1996), cert. denied, 117 S. Ct. 1458 (1997), we conclude that the district court was
aware of its authority to depart downward, and made a discretionary decision not to
do so—adecision we do not review. See United Statesv. Hall, 7 F.3d 1394, 1396
(8th Cir. 1993).

Accordingly, we affirm.
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
